The
following instructions detail how to set up your PC to connect to the SRG-3352 system
by installing the CDC Serial Driver.

If you want to use multiple DNS

servers, use a comma to separate each server address, for example:

Nameservers=168.95.1.1,8.8.8.8,8.8.4.4

The system must be reset after any changes are made. Type “reboot” to restart the
system, or “service connman restart” to restart connman service. This will put

the changes into effect for the system.
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3.2.3 Check Micro SD Card

To check if the Micro SD Card is installed and recognized by the system, enter the
following in the command line: 1s -al /media

You will be able to check if the Micro SD Card has been mounted under /media

3.2.4 Test Status LED

The SRG-3352 features four Status LEDs. These LEDs can be tested by entering the
following commands:
